Patient: �64 years old with Type 2 DM for over 20 years. Severe nonproliferative diabetic retinopathy with 

macular edema OU. Patient submitted to one intravitreal injecton of Ranibuzumab. She had a panic 
attack during the procedure and refused additional injections.

Techniques and Tips:

When treating inside the macula, Dr. Lavinsky uses the 2 x 2 grid and treats within 500 micron radius 
from the center of the fovea. When treating with EpM, Dr. Lavinsky first titrates using 120 mW of 
power and an exposure time of 15 ms to get a barely visible burn, outside the arcades. Titration is 
done until the first hint of a burn is seen after about 3 seconds. He adjusts the EpM settings to 30% 
on the PASCAL laser and then begins treatment. Dr. Lavinsky comments, “The patient is happy 
now and since she’s avoiding injections,  she’s even happier. That’s a good result!”
